Balancing People and Nature

At the edge of the urban boundary, where wild forest abuts dense housing, our mission is
amply evident. Three Rivers is the only private land conservation organization focused
exclusively on the metropolitan area, giving us a great responsibility to bring people and

nature into balance here.

Last year we embarked on our bold and ambitious 1,000 Acre Challenge — a commitment
to conserve 700 acres of privately owned natural land, restore 300 acres of forest, and
build two miles of trails by 2010. The reach for those benchmarks has meant enormous
hard work, more fund-raising, and stretching ourselves beyond anything we’d done

before. In a great leap forward, we’re 35% of the way.

Our mission has been furthered by two alarms for awareness that have garnered
tremendous media attention. In Richard Louv’s book, Last Child in the Woods, “nature
deficit disorder” describes a range of problems, from obesity to aggression, that arise
from children spending less time outdoors. Locally, Measures 37 and 49 became a wake-
up call to the potential loss of treasured Oregon landscapes and the fragility of

environmental protection.

Nature close to population centers has taken on greater importance, and Three Rivers
is creating a shift in how people relate to the land. Our conservation agreements truly
protect the land. Our private landowners hold and help restore significant natural
resources for the benefit of everyone. We celebrate their contributions to clean air,

clean water and nature close to home.

Our work has become more far-reaching through
partnership projects like restoring the forest in southwest
Portland with the 13 agencies involved in the West
Willamette Restoration Partnership. Also, through our
new Backyard Habitat certification partnership program,
we envision engaging thousands more people on city lots
to bring nature into their backyards, for the pleasure of
it, and to create habitat for the benefit of the earth.

If people can become deeply connected with nature

and the land, we can ensure a healthy life-giving planet
for future generations. Our programs sustain nature in the urban areas where people
live, where the next generation of children will be raised. We welcome you to join us

and find ways to get involved.

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Our Accomplishments

The 1,000 Acre Challenge

We are well on our way to achieving the ambitious four-year goal we set for ourselves

in 2006: to conserve 700 new acres, restore 300 acres, and build two miles of trail by

2010. With the accomplishments of 2007, we have reached 35 percent of the total goal.

Land Conservation

1,000 Acre Challenge Goal:

700 new acres conserved

Accomplished in 2007:

130 acres conserved

Conservation agreements, the mainstay of Three Rivers, are still the most direct,
most certain way of protecting significant parcels of natural land. Our past success
has inspired the commitment of new landowners to leave a legacy by protecting their

families’ special places.

In 2007, Three Rivers conserved 22 acres of forest known as Wetzel Woods, on
Chicken Creek west of Sherwood. A conservation easement of 20 acres on Abbey
Creek, near Germantown Road in western Multnomah County, includes a wildlife
corridor for a herd of elk. Along Upper Rock Creek, 88 acres were preserved,
important land for water quality in the Tualatin River. We also obtained an option

to purchase 45 acres in the Clackamas Bluffs area north of the Clackamas River near
Damascus. We reached out to 15 additional

landowners to discuss potential land

conservation easements.

Stewardship

93 acres restored and in need of restoration.

We conducted site monitoring on all of our

24 conserved properties, ensuring that the

natural values are maintained. In addition, we

undertook I3 small-scale restoration projects on our properties with the help of
volunteers from a dozen civic groups and businesses. As a result, 80 acres were cleared
of tree ivy, 44 acres cleared of ground ivy and 30 acres cleared of garlic mustard. Some
acreage had multiple invasive species, so the work parties yielded a total of 93 acres

completely restored.

Because even small backyards can be transformed into healthy habitats for wildlife,
and owners often need help with learning to control invasive species, we developed
a Backyard Habitat program in 2006. This past year, we certified nine official Backyard
Habitats, and |5 other landowners are in the process of Backyard Habitat certification.

Trails

1,000 Acre Challenge Goal:

Two miles of trail built

Accomplished in 2007:
1.5 miles of trail

Mile for mile, trails create a pathway for nature over long distances and through large
areas. When trails are nearby, people are lured outdoors for fun, exercise, and a

sense of exploration.

Trail work in 2007 focused on adding another I.5 miles to the two-mile Stafford Basin
trail. Rosemont Road was surveyed, construction drawings were completed and the

permitting process is underway. The project will go out to bid in |une, 2008.

Outreach

We continually work to inspire people to join in our mission, and we nurture
partnerships that complement what we can achieve through our staff. In 2007, we
reached a landmark 5,000 volunteer hours for our projects, including 3,500 hours
with help from the West Willamette Partnership in southwest Portland. We also

held one conservation easement workshop.

Fundraising

To reach the 1,000 Acre Challenge goal, we estimated a need for $550,000 beyond
our baseline operating budget—$255,000 for trails, $200,000 for land
conservation, and $95,000 for stewardship. Our 2007 Wine and Land Benefit raised
$123,000. Contributors included 47 sponsors, 24 chefs, 25 winemakers, and the
700 people attending. In addition, 100 bricks were sold at $100 each to support the
Stafford Basin trail, for a total of $10,000.
