Facts about Three Rivers Land Conservancy
Our Mission: Three Rivers mission is to inspire and involve people in conserving private land in the watersheds of the Clackamas, Tualatin, and lower Willamette Rivers. Conserving this land creates stronger, healthier communities now and for the future. 

Our Programs:

· Trails. We negotiate trail easements and provide trail planning services.

· Conservation. We provide workshops and information to private landowners who hold valuable natural land. We conserve land in partnership with private landowners.

· Stewardship. Each year we inspect our conserved properties ensuring the community benefit for future generations. We undertake restoration projects and strive to be a role model for land stewardship.

Stafford Basin Trail: 
· An important link in the Stafford Basin Path and Trail system has recently been completed.  This new trail along Luscher Farm is a partnership between the City of Lake Oswego and Three Rivers Land Conservancy. 
· The next step is to complete the trail connecting the cities of Lake Oswego and West Linn.  Three Rivers completed preliminary design and cost estimates.  We are raising $650,000 to build this next link of trail: 6 feet wide, asphalt on the north side of Rosemont Road. 
· Three Rivers Land Conservancy, in partnership with the City of Lake Oswego and citizen approved bond measure funds, helped  purchase three open space properties in Stafford Basin.  Now, over 200 acres are protected in this area including Luscher Farm, Cooks Butte, Sunny Slope, Rosemont Riding Arena to name a few. 

· Granting people access to these open spaces is important to build strong healthy communities.  The Stafford Basin Pathway and Trails Plan, developed by Three Rivers Land Conservancy, establishes a vision for access to these preserved open spaces.
